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Parking Expansion Projectis Completed

After over 1 1/, years of planning, and approximately 4 weeks of construction, the Parking Project was completed
on December 2nd. Clean up work is following over the next several weeks. Fifty-Eight spaces, of the 63 the
county approved, were built throughout the community before Thanksgiving. Qne of the approved parking
spaces, Location K, was not built due to some changes from the Postal Service, and discrepancies between as-
built vs. original Fair Ridge engineering drawings which our Engineering firm relied upon. Instead, the mail
boxes from location J were relocated to location K on Sleepy Lake Dr. Total construction costs were less than we
expected due to few construction problems. The costs to-date for the parking project are listed below.

At the December 2nd Board Meeting, residents provided a few suggestions on post construction issues like
landscaping, new trash receptacles and stepping sones to be put near the relocated mailboxes. If you couldn’'t
make it to the meeting, you can till submit suggestions on landscaping to Cardinal Management (address last
page of this newdetter) or viaour web site. These comments need to be received by us prior to 12 January 1999.

You will not be receiving any bill for the parking or landscaping project. The project was paid for entirely
out of accumulated funds in 1998. Advance planning over the past 1 1/, years made this financia expenditure
possible. The landscaping portion of the parking project will be paid for in 1999.

Many of you will notice that we acquired the latest mailboxes from the U.S. Postal Service. They have parcel
boxes in them so that when you are out of town and return, the mail handler can put your accumulated mail in
that box, with the second key in your box. You need both your key, and the key provided by the mail handler.
When done, just put the parcel key in the parcel box through the provided dot. We thought residents would
appreciate not having to make a specid trip to the post office to retrieve your accumulated mail. You can aso
drop off outgoing mail in one of the new dots.

We relocated any affected light posts to locations which will provide better light near mailboxes where possible,
and aso near any shrubs/trees to provide better lighting and enhance your security.

The construction firm has given us a 3-year warranty on the workmanship and materials. They also took special
care during the construction so as to disturb as little ground, trees, and shrubs as possible. We commend the
excellent work they did for an grest price!

The board would welcome any positive comments you have regarding the parking project as it
was very time consuming and stressful for all board members who volunteered hundreds of
hours to complete such a complex project.

anlisn Turn off those Faucets!

‘- Please remember to turn off your outside watering faucets for the Winter so your pipes
don’t burst. Every year, several houses have their pipes burst during extremely cold

weather. If inside flooding occurs, this could affect your neighbor.

The outside shutoff valve is typically located somewhere above your water heater. This varies by type
of house. See your homeowner manuals / brochures for detailed information. For added protection,
use the bleeder knob to drain the remaining water out of the pipe after shutting off the water flow.

More funds may be alocated next year to this project. We had hoped to implement al of the relandscaping in
early Winter, but the board was delayed by having to deal with some legal issues.

Homeowners who attended the December 2nd meeting were shown pre-construction and post-construction
photos of each parking location. In addition, a display board showed possible landscaping dternatives in the
areas affected by the new parking. The board included photographs of the landscaping firm recommended trees,
shrubs, and plants. A copy of this may be obtained by stopping by Cardina Management. Remenmber, thisisa
draft version, and there WILL be revisions to it. The representative from our landscaping firm answered
questions on what could be done at each location, and what would be appropriate plantings.

He also said that it is best for us not to waste money on planting grass or sodding until the Spring as our
investment would probably be wasted. He suggested, and the board adopted after review and discussion
putting down straw colored mats (Curelex/Excelsior brand) to prevent erosion over the winter.  These will be
staked down in lieu of straw. They will be reused in the Spring when we seed throughout the affected parking
areas. In some cases we may use sod if neighboring homeowners would be willing to water the sod everyday for
2-3 weeks to ensure its roots get a hold.

If you have any suggestions on landscaping for the affected parking areas, your comments must
be recelved by the board no later than January 12, 1999. These comments can be sent to us at
BoardofDirectors@Fair-Ridge.Org or a Fair Ridge Community Assoc (FRCA), 3704 Golf Trail Ln, Fairfax,
VA 22033. We plan to discuss and make find decisions on relandscaping of the parking issues before or at the
January Board meeting. By deciding so early, we will ensure that our landscaping firm will plant landscaping
for usfirst in the Soring!

The following areas will have landscaping installed before January 1st, weather permitting, and depending upon
the availability of the items from local nurseries. These items were approved by the board on December 2nd.

Fox Lake Ct - 4 Austrian Pine Trees (810'), 2 Crapemyrtle Trees (8-10'), 20 Desiformis Yew Shrubs, and 60
Sedum Fuldaglut ground cover plants on the parking idand. Thiswas the most heavily affected parking site.

Fox Lake Dr - One diseased tree will be removed and replaced with aLinden Tree (8') same as other end on the
parking idand

Fox Lake Pl - 3 Aristocrat Pears (8') Trees will be installed on the parking island

Sleepy Lake Ct - 7- 24" x 24" gtepping stones will be installed from the sidewalk to the new mailboxes.

Sleepy LakeDr - 1 - Linden Tree (8') will be installed near location Jold mail box location.

Field Lark Ct - 3- Norway Spruce Trees (8-10') will be installed in the parking idand.

Thisisa partial list of what will be done. Additional trees, shrubs, and ground cover will be approved
and planted in the Sring.
